Tables, Figures, and Photographs

Each table and figure should be cited in the text (e.g., Fig. 1, Table 1); and placed as close as possible to the text to which they refer. Allow single spacing between the table or figure and the adjacent text, and there should be no space between the table title and table (or between figure caption and figure). Tables and figures should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. Do not reduce figures or tables to a size that is difficult to read.
